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Resumo

Objetivou-se mostrar a importancia dos scouts na preparagao individual do goleiro de futebol. Foram analisados
30 jogos, 10 do Campeonato Paulista 2004, 10 do Campeonato Brasileiro 2003 e 10 do Campeonato Inglés 2003-2004,
ou seja, foram analisados um total de 60 goleiros. Nos scouts encontravam-se 16 agdes a serem analisadas, sendo 9 de
carater defensivo (chutes de bola parada, chutes de fora da area, chutes de dentro da area, cabeceios, cruzamentos pelo
alto, cruzamentos rasteiros, escanteios, saidas dentro da area e saidas fora da area) e 7 de carater ofensivo (tiros de
meta, reposicdo de bola com os pés, reposicdo de bola com as mao, recepgdo de bolas recuadas, subidas a area
adversaria, cobrancgas de faltas no ataque e cobrangas de faltas na defesa). Os resultados obtidos foram convertidos em
porcentagens e estes em graficos. Analisando os graficos observou-se entdo que a os goleiros atuam também
ofensivamente e nao somente defensivamente, chegando a conclusédo de que nao sé a técnica defensiva.
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Abstract

It was objectified to show the importance of scouts in the individual soccer goalkeeper preparation. It was
analyzed 30 games, 10 of Sdo Paulo Championship 2004, 10 of Brazilian Championship 2003 and 10 of English
Championship 2003-2004, or either, they had been analyzed a total of 60 goalkeepers. On the scouts we had 16 actions
to be analyzed, being 9 of defensive character (kicks of stopped ball, kicks out of the area, kicks inside the area, jump,
high crossings, low crossings, corner kicks, gets out inside the area and gets out outside the area) and 7 of offensive
character (goal kick, ball replacement with the foot, ball replacement with the hands, gets out on the adversary area, free
kick on the ofensive area and free kicks on the defensive area). The gotten results had been converted into percentages
and these in graphs. On the analyzes of these graphs was observed that the goalkeepers also act offensively and not only
defensively, arriving the conclusion of that the defensive technique, and not only the offensive one, have to be developed
during the training.
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
