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Resumo

A vantagem de “jogar em casa” € um fendmeno bem documentado em muitos tipos de jogos esportivos, sendo atribuida a
diversos fatores como: apoio da torcida local; familiaridade com o campo e ambiente de jogo; maior tempo de preparagéo e reduzida
fadiga dos atletas da “casa” em virtude de ndo terem viajado; e favorecimento para as equipes da “casa” no aspecto arbitral. O
proposito do presente estudo foi verificar se tal vantagem ocorre de forma significativa no atual futebol profissional de elite e comparar
as diferentes “escolas de futebol”. Foram analisadas 3132 partidas de 10 campeonatos nacionais (Alem&o, Argentino-Apertura,
Brasileiro-Séries A e B, Espanhol, Francés, Holandés, Inglés, ltaliano e Portugués) das temporadas de 2002-2003. Os resultados
ratificam as evidéncias de que o fator “casa” oferece um importante diferencial competitivo, proporcionando um aproveitamento de
62,97 + 3,37% do total de pontos acumulados nas partidas analisadas. Os resultados também demonstraram haver uma participagéo
significativa de empates com 28,59 + 4,27%; com 47,45 + 4,10% de vitérias das equipes mandantes e 23,96 + 3,33% das visitantes.
Observou-se que os campeonatos Brasileiros de 2003, das Séries A e B apresentaram os maiores valores da “vantagem em casa”,
respectivamente em 68,71% e 68,46%. J& em contrapartida o menor valor foi o Torneio Apertura da temporada de 2003 da Argentina
com um valor de 57,89%.
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Abstract

The “home advantage” is a phenomenon well documented in lots of kinds of sporty games, being attributed the several factors
as: support from the local fans; familiarity with the field and environment of game; larger time of preparation and reduced tires of the
athletes of “home” in view of do not have traveled; and furtherance for the teams of “home” in the by arbitration aspect. The purpose of
the study was to verify if such advantage occurs of significant form in the current professional soccer of elite and to compare soccer
different “schools”. Were analyzed 3132 departures of the 10 national Championships (German, Argentine-Apertura, Brazilian-series A
and B, Spanish, French, Dutch, English, Italian and Portuguese) of the seasons of 2002-2003. The results ratify the evidences that the
factor “home” offers an important competitive differential, providing an use of 62,97 + 3,37% from the points total accumulated in the
analyzed departures. The results also demonstrated there be a significant participation of draws with 28,59 + 4,27%; with 47,45 +
4,10% of wins of the “home teams” and 23,96 + 3,33% of the visitors. In the Brazilian championships of 2003 was observed, of the
Series A and B showed values the biggest of the “advantage of home”, respectively in 68,71% and 68,46%. Already as opposed the
value minor was the Tournament Apertura of the season of 2003 of Argentina with a value of 57,89%.
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
